White Garments 
 
Revelation 4:4 
Around the throne were twenty-four thrones; and upon the thrones I saw twenty-four 
elders sitting, clothed in white garments, and golden crowns on their heads. 
 
Revelation 6:11 
And there was given to each of them a white robe; and they were told that they should 
rest for a little while longer, until the number of their fellow servants and their brethren 
who were to be killed even as they had been, would be completed also. 
 
Revelation 7:13-14 
Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, “These who are clothed in the white 
robes, who are they, and where have they come from?” I said to him, “My lord, you 
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know.” And he said to me, “These are the ones who come out of the great tribulation, 
and they have washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

Clothed With Christ the Word 
 
Romans 13:14 
But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh in regard to its 
lusts. 
 
Revelation 3:17-18 
Because you say, “I am rich, and have become wealthy, and have need of nothing,” and 
you do not know that you are wretched and miserable and poor and blind and naked, I 
advise you to buy from Me gold refined by fire so that you may become rich, and white 
garments so that you may clothe yourself, and that the shame of your nakedness will 
not be revealed; and eye salve to anoint your eyes so that you may see. 
 
1. Substituting the Religious Spirit for the Holy Spirit—Another Gospel, spirit, Jesus 
 
2. Stained Garments=Carnality (Usurping God’s design for mans agenda) Even with 

the victory of the reformation, there remained even in the protestant church man’s 
government.

Jezebel spirits which was already overtaking most of the young Protestant groups 
which had come out of the Roman System.

Jesus answered him, “If I do not wash you, you have no part with 
Me.” Simon Peter *said to Him, “Lord, then wash not only my feet, but also my hands 
and my head.” Jesus *said to him, “He who has bathed needs only to wash his feet, but 
is completely clean; and you are clean, but not all of you.
